Once there, the dust will
appear in every shot you
make. Many current DSLRs
come with built-in sensor-dust
removers, which use high-fre-
quency vibrations to shake dust
off the sensor assembly. But even-
tually, even these cameras will start
showing sensor dust spots. You can use
a bulb blower to remove some of this
(follow the instructions in the camera
manual). When the dust spots persist,
you can send your camera to a repair
shop for -professional cleaning or use a
cleaning kit such as one of the Arctic
Butterfly rotating sensor brush kits from
VisibleDust (again, carefully following
the kit’s instructions; the camera warranty
doesn’t cover any damage you do when
cleaning the sensor yourself). Sensor clean-
ing should be done in a dust-free envi-
ronment (your hotel room’s bathroom
or your vehicle in a pinch), not in the
field.
